1 Before getting started, charge the battery

. To Power On, press and hold the Home Button for ~5 seconds or simply place the conference phone on the charging cradle.

. Obtaining the IP Address can be done by following these steps. Tap ...More>Status>General.

. To check the firmware Version, tap ...More>Status>General.

. To change Wi-Fi access point, tap ...More>Basic>Wi-Fi>select Wi-Fi network from list>enter Wi-Fi password if prompted.
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
